Members of our church went to Cubulco in 2018 to
build a structure for this community which will serve
the church as well as provide classroom space to
train local students.

While there, this team discovered that protein was
scarce in the diets of many of the inhabitants and
so began the Chicken Project.

When one of our families moved to Cubulco to support the growth of
Christianity there, they also trained interested individuals in methods to
improve the feeding and care of chickens. This gives the local people more
access to eggs and meat.

The Chicken Project continues to be funded by Central Church.

Having tried various models over the years, Central’s Session has
chosen one in which elders have a district and serve on one or
more teams which oversee the major aspects of congregational
life.

At present these teams are Central Cares, Christian Education,
Congregational Development and Fellowship, Congregational
Records, Communications/Media, Missions, Pastoral Relations,
Presbytery Rep, Stewardship and Worship.

The Board of Managers is responsible for the property, building,
and finances. In addition, we have two joint teams, Personnel
and Use of Church, made up of elders, board members and
congregational representatives.

Most teams have representatives from the congregation. In a
recent survey, 48% of respondents indicated that they volunteer in
some capacity in the life and work of the church.

The well-being of our minister is paramount. Our Pastoral
Relations Team is in place to look after the Ministers needs,
everything from a friendly ear to addressing his/her concerns.

The Session and the Minister work collaboratively on forward-
thinking leadership.

Rising to Challenges with
Faith and Generosity

Central Presbyterian Church exemplifies resilience and stewardship, meeting
significant financial challenges with unwavering faith and remarkable
generosity.

In 2018, our congregation, facing the structural decline of our iconic building
— opened on March 5, 1882 — chose to remain a vibrant presence in
Cambridge’s historic core by embarking on a $2.5 million renovation.

With prayerful determination, we completed critical upgrades: restoring several
stained glass windows, replacing the slate shingle roof and spire, updating
copper panels, enhancing lightning protection, repointing masonry,
modernizing the fire alarm system, and upgrading plumbing.

In just three years, our dedicated congregation has repaid $1.3 million, leaving
a manageable $1.2 million balance. This progress is fuelled by a strong
restoration campaign, including two annual community events that showcase
our hospitality and commitment.

Our financial vitality extends beyond preservation, supporting impactful
missions like the Cambridge Food Bank, Rachel’s Home in Lesotho, and the
Chicken Project in Cubulco, Guatemala.

This last fiscal year we had a small surplus in our operating budget. This
generosity reflects a spirit that transforms lives locally and globally.

We are truly blessed!
